The Defendant is landscape designer and installer, who sometimes carries on business
under the name Arcadia Landscape Design and Consulting,

The Plaintiff is the owner of the property located at 31 Jellicoe Quay, West Bay, Grand
Cayman.

The Plaintiff decided to ask the Defendant to design a plan of landscaping for the
property located at 31 Jellicoe Quay (the “Property™) and to do the work, since it believed
that since the Defendant was its tenant so would do the work well, on time and
thoroughly and likely could use the work.

After weeks for discussions and negotiations, the Plaintiff and the Defendant agreed upon
a scope of works in the Quote — Revision #2 dated November 3, 2021 (the “Scope of
Work™). Attached is a copy of the Scope of Work and the first scope of work dated
October 25, 2021,

In good faith, before the Defendant started the work under the Scope of Work, the
Plaintiff paid the Defendant a deposit of $16,481.40, which represented 60% of total
amount quoted, The Plaintiff should recover at minimum CI$8,000 of the deposit paid to
the Defendant.

When negotiating the Scope of Work, the Plaintiff made it clear to the Defendant that
time of completion was of essence since the Property was to be offered for sale as soon as
the work could be completed, that certain plants were not acceptable to the Plaintiff and
that it was imperative that the Defendant select and plant plants in areas they could thrive.

The Defendant has failed or neglected to deliver under the Scope of Work, in the
following ways:

The stated time to complete was 4 weeks., The Defendant started work on or about
November 15, 2021, Accordingly, but for planting the front flower beds, the Scope of
Works should have been completed on or before December 15, 2021.

The only work that could not be completed on or before December, 2021, because of
stonework being done on the front porch in front of house on the Property, was planting
the flower beds in the front of the house on the Property. The stonework on the front
porch of the house was completed in or about the first week of January, 2022.

Even though there were no impediments to the Defendant completing the work, by
January, 2022 he had done nothing to complete: items 5, 7(a), (¢} and (e) of the Scope of
Work.

With respect to item 5(b), the Defendant was required to supply and plant a tree in an
existing hole that was dug out for that purpose in the back yard of the Property, at the

Plaintiff’s expense. Rather than plant a tree, the Defendant simply filled in the hole. The
cost to the Plaintiff to dig the hole was CI$200.

The Defendant agreed to reused existing plants, which he did not do.

The plants the Defendant either planted or brought to the property are severely
substandard.

The Defendant removed and sold two 8 foot pygmy palms, that were supposed to be
removed in any event at no charge to the Plaintiff (see item 1(e) and page 3 of the Scope
of Work).

Under item 3(a) of the Scope of work, the Defendant planted three very small sea grapes
(estimated value $8.00 each = $24) and only on one side.

The Defendant did not install landscape edging as he had agreed to do under item 3(e) of
the Scope of Work.

The Defendant planted bougainvilleas in shaded areas, in back facing canal—- 4 plants,
estimated value $15 each so value of $60.00 (see item 4b of the Scope of Work). Two of
the plants were dead within 3 weeks of planting and the other two do not flower because
they are planted in shade.

The Defendant planted meagre fishtail palms with reference to item #4(b) of the Scope of
Work, to provide privacy and other landscapers have informed us that they are not
thriving and we are told will take 2 to 3 years before they offer any privacy. The
estimated value of the fishtail palms that were planted by the Defendant is C1$100.

Plants that the Plaintiff specifically said were unacceptable have been planted by the
Defendant and the Plaintiff estimates the value of these plants to be no more than
$150.00.

m) With re reference 4(b) of the Scope of Work, the Plaintiff purchased 5 double trunk

palms (“5 Palms”) from a third party, paid the third party for soil fertilizer and planting
with the specific intention of blocking the view of the roof across from the Property on
the canal. The Defendant agreed to supervise the planting to ensure it was done properly
and to provide maximum coverage or blocking of the view of the neighbor’s roof. The
Defendant had all of the 5 Palms planted in a cluster, in front of and on the pathway to
the dock, so that they offer little or no screening of the view of the neighbor’s roof and
actually block the access to the dock. Now, due to the Defendant’s inadvertence, the 5
Palms make it very difficult to access the dock from the pool area and the desired
blocking of the view of the neighbor’s roof across the canal has only been achieved in a
three to five foot span. There is no blockage of the view of the roof from dining room or
living room of the house on the Property. The Plaintiff stood with the Defendant and
identified that the windows from the dining room and living room were the most
important areas to consider in spacing the 5 Palms since that is where someone would be
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seated and looking at roof, The Plaintiff claims damages from the Defendant for laying
waste the cost of the 5 Palms, soil and labor to plant, in the sum of $4,347.00, that the
Defendant should not be paid for substandard work and damages in the sum of CI$3,000
for planting a cluster of trees so as to block access to one of the dock’s on the Property.

n) The Defendant did not return regularly to check on progress of grass planted, or any
matter.

8. With respect to the Scope of Work entitled “Materials and Labour”,
a) #1 and #2, the Plaintiff estimates that the Defendant planted no more than
$400.00 worth of plants and many of which were sub quality. The Defendant had
quoted CI$5,275 for plants.

b) The Defendant has not provided an accounting for plants, gravel, soil, landscape
fabric and edging, although the Plaintiff repeated asked for an accounting.

¢) No mulch has been installed, quoted at CI$450.
d) No wooden posts were used, quoted at $450.
) No boulders were used, quoted at $450.

f) The Plaintiff had to hire a third party in February 2022, to analyze the irrigation
and there was a leak that cost the Plaintiff excess water estimated to be CI$2,000
over the course of the time the Defendant worked on the Property. The Plaintiff
paid the third party $500 to review work done on the irrigation system.

g) Backhoe and bucket rental is accounted for twice in the Scope of Work, see items
#10 and #11 of the Scope of Work and Plaintiff has repeated asked for an
accounting which was not provided. At best the Plaintiff estimates that only 40%
of the Scope of Work was completed by the Defendant and therefore deduct 60%
of the quoted amount, being CI$1050.

h) The Defendant did not remove the 2 (two) Bismarck palms that were damaged
during Grace, located in front of the property. The removal of the Bismarck
palms was included in item 7, page 2 and #10 and 11 page 3 of the Scope of
Work. The Defendant did not do an arrangement of boulders, agave and
bougainvellia, install gravel or irrigation in the front yard. The Plaintiff believes
the majority of the cost difference between the original quote and the Scope of
Work in the sum of CI$5,513 was attributable to this work.

i) With respect to the quotation for labor and supervision, often the Plaintiff found

the Defendants employees were on the property, often sleeping or eating, without
the Defendant in attendance.
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i) Rather than beautiful landscaping as promised, the Defendant installed gravel in
the flower beds and the Plaintiff says that subject to an accounting by the
Defendant, the Scope of Works for the quoted amount should be reduced by 70%
of the quoted amount, calculated as follows - =10,656 - $7,459 = $3,196.

9. By lease dated July 23, 2020, that was updated by a lease made on November 1, 2021
(the “Lease”), the Defendant rented an apartment from the Plaintiff located at Unit A, 112
Windstar Drive, West Bay, Grand Cayman WBNQ BLOCK 1D, PARCEL 655 (the
“Premises”). In addition to the Premises, the Defendant was permitted use of the front
and back yards adjacent to Unit A. A copy of the Lease is attached.

10. The Plaintiff, at the material times, was the owner of 112 Windstar.

11. The Defendant owes rent under the Lease for each month in the sum of CI$2,200 for each
month that the Defendant refuses or neglects to pay should he refuse to give up
immediate possession of the Premises.

12. The Plaintiff does not owe the Defendant for the security deposit paid under recital C of
the Lease.

13.The Defendant has paid rent under the lease late virtually every month of his tenancy and
the in accordance with paragraph 1.1 of the Lease, the Defendant owes the Plaintiff
CI$100 per day for each day after the fifth day of the month that the rent remained
unpaid. For example, in September, 2022, the rent was not paid until September 20, 2022

as shown by this excerpt from the Plaintiff’s bank account statement:

14. The Plaintiff suspects that the Defendant will leave the Premises in disrepair, as well as
the back yard which no longer has grass due the Defendant using it as a nursery for
plants. In accordance with paragraph 1.9 of the Lease, the Defendant was only entitled to
use the Premises and surrounding property as a private residence.

15. Under paragraph 1.11, the Defendant is required to pay for property damage arising from
the Defendant’s use and occupation of the Premises.

16. The Plaintiff requests that the Defendant be found in breach of the Lease, that the
Plaintiff be permitted to re-enter the Premises under paragraph 3.1 of the Lease, take
possession of the Premises and that the Defendant be ordered forthwith, in accordance
with the following paragraphs of the Lease:

a) to yield up the Premises to the Plaintiff (paragraph 1.24),
b) to clean the Premises to the Plaintiff’s standard (paragraph 1.25),
¢) to remove all refuse and rubbish from the Premises (paragraph 1.26),
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d) to pay all accounts with utility and service providers to the Premises (paragraph

1.27).
e) to return the keys to the Premises or pay CI$150 to have them replaced (paragraph

1.28).

17. The Plaintiff claims interest pursuant to s. 34 of the Judicature Act (2021 Revision) on
the sums unpaid, or any part thereof unpaid, at the rate prescribed from time to time by
the rules of court, which at the time of issue of this claim is 2 3/8% per annum, from the
date the payment became due until the date of payment or until the date of judgement and
continuing thereafter until the date of payment.

18. The Plaintiff claims costs under the Summary Rules of Court, SCR 11, in the sum of
CI$2,000.

THE PLAINTIFF CLAIMS a maximum of CI$20,000, calculated as follows:

1) CI$8,000 refund of deposit under the Scope of Work,

2) CI$3,000 for damages for 8 palms planted poorly,

3) CI$2,000 for water bills that resulted due to leakage in irrigation,

4) CI$2,200 for rent due under the Lease that the Defendant refuses or neglects to pay the
rent,

5) CI$3,000 for late rent payment fees,

6) Immediate possession of the Premises,

7) CI$2,200 deposit applied to late rent payments under the Lease,

8) CI$1,000 to replant grass and repair backyard,

9) CI$2,000 to repair the Premises,

10) Costs and

11) Interest.

“Chattels”) for a term shown in the FIRST SCHEDULE (the “Term”) commencing on the date shown in the FIRST

1. THE TENANT HEREBY AGREE with the Landlord as follows:

1.1 To pay the Rent on the first of the month in accordance with the FIRST SCHEDULE. Should the Tenants
refuse or neglect to pay the Rent as agreed, the Tenant agrees to pay a fee to the Landlord of CIS100 per day
for each day after the fifth day of the month that the Rent remains unpaid ("Late Fee"). The Tenant is required
to pay the Late Fee to the Landlord. If not paid by the Tenant, the Landlord may deduct the Late Fee from the
Deposit.

1.2 To pay for all utilities including cable, internet, security, electrical, gas, and water, servicing the Premises.

1.4 Not to assign, sublet or part with possession of the Premises nor permit any person or persons to occupy
the Premises other than those individual{s) who have signed this Lease, except for children and temporary
guests, Temporary guests mean friends or family of tenants who shall not occupy the Premises for more than
two weeks total out of the year, without the Landlord's consent. The Tenants agree they shall NOT rent any
part of the Premises for short-term rentals such as Airbnb.com Homeaway.com Vrba.com Booking.com and
the like.

1.5 Al adults who reside on the Premises are to sign the Lease, Where there is more than one tenant the
liabilities, responsibilities, and obligations of each of the Tenants set out or referred to herein shall be joint
and several,

1.6 They shall not make or permit or suffer to be made any improvements, alterations, or cause for painting
to be done on or about the Premises without the prior written consent of the Landlord which consent may be
withheld in the Landiord’s absolute discretion. If any alterations, improvements, or changes are made to or
built on or around the Premises, except for fixtures and personal property that can be removed without
damage to the Premises, they shall become the property of the Landlord and shall remain at the expiration of
the Lease, untess otherwise agreed in writing.

1.7 To permit the Landiord or Landlords agent to enter the Premises upon a minimum of twenty-four {24)
hours prior written notice (except in the case of emergency} to inspect the Premises, its fixtures and fittings,
and to do work which might be required from time to time to fuifill obligations under this Lease or relevant
legislation. In the event the Tenants are away from the Premises for more than thirty (30) consecutive days,
the Tenants agree to notify the Landlord in writing of such absence. During such absence, the Landlord may
enter the Premises at times reasonably necessary to inspect for damages or repair and maintain where
necessary.

1.8 They shall not cause or allow any unreasonably loud noise or activity in the Premises or other parts of the
property that might disturb the rights, comforts, and conveniences of other persons. Should there be
complaints made by neighbors on more than three occasions the Tenants agree they will immediately vacate
the Premises and forfeit the Deposit,

1.9 They shall use the Premises as a private residence only, and for no other purpose. The Premises shalf not
be used to carry on any type of business or trade where the Tenants receive a fee, compensation, or other
farms of consideration regardless of whether such activity is full-time or part-time or if a license is required
for such activity. The Premises shall be used exclusively as a private residence as agreed by both parties.
Additional guests staying more than a total of 10 days in a calendar year without the written consent of the
Landlord constitutes a violation of this agreement.

1.10 They shall not do, suffer anything to be done, or neglect to do anything that would render the policy or
policies of insurance on the Premises held by the Landlord and/or the Strata Corporation void or voidable or
cause the premium thereon to be increased. In such an event, the Tenants shall repay the Landlord all sums
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paid by the La_ndlord and/or the Strata Corporation by way of increased premiums and all expenses incurred
by the Landlord in or about any renewal of such policy or policies. The Tenants shall further pay for any other
expenses or charges incurred by the Landlord as a result of a breach or non-observance of the provisions of
this clause.

1.11  To the extent permitted by law, and in the absence of the Landlord's negligence, the Tenants will
indemnify and hold the Landlord and its employees and agents free and harmless from any and all liability for
loss, claim, injury to, or death of any person, including the Tenants, or for property damage, arising from the
Tenants' use and occﬂpation of the Premises, or the acts or omissions of any person or persons, in or about
the Premises with Tenants' express or implied consent. The Tenants further release the Landlord, its
employees, and agents from ali liability for loss, claims, injury to or death of any person including the Tenants
resulting from the Tenants, or any other authorized person, occupying the Premises during a storm, hurricane,
or earthquake.

1,12  The Tenants will, at the Tenants' sole expense, keep and maintain the Premises in good, clean, and
sanitary condition and repair during the Term of this Lease. The Tenants shall be responsible to make all
repairs to the Premises and the Chattels that may have been damaged by the Tenants' misuse, waste, or
neglect or that of the Tenants' family, agent, or visitor. The Tenants shall promptly notify the Landlord of any
damage, defect, or destruction of the Premises, or in the event of the failure of any of the appliances or
equipment. Failure to do so will be considered a breach of lease and Tenants, at the Landlord's discretion,
agree to vacate the Premises and forfeit the Deposit remaining, if any, after repairs.

1.13  The Tenants shall keep garbage within the interior of the Premises and shall deposit garbage in proper

1.15 They shall take such reasonable precautions expected to keep the Premises free of infestation by
vermin, rodents, ants, or fleas, Where such infestation occurs as the result of action or Inaction by the Tenants,
the Tenants shall be responsible for the appropriate costs in fumigating and cieaning any affected parts and
for rectifying and or removing the causes of such infestation. In the absence of any fault of the Tenant, the
Landlord is to be responsible for regular or as-required pest control treatments.

1.16  They shall not smoke themselves nor shall they permit anyone to smoke inside the Premises, if the
internal decoration or furniture becomes discolored or has an odor as a result of the Tenants, or other persons
smoking in or around the Premises, the Tenants will be responsible for any costs of deep cleaning and if
necessary redecoration and/or replacement of furniture or drapes of the Premises. Tenants are asked to be
mindful of neighbors' possible open doors or windows and migrating secondhand smoke. If secondhand
smoke does become an issue from complaints of other residents the Tenants will be issued a notice of warning
in such case. If notices amount to three it will be considered a breach of lease and Tenants will be asked to
vacate the Premises and forfeit the Deposit.

1.30 [fany of the Tenants' belongings, property, personal effects, foodstuffs, furnishings, or equipment are
left behind at the Premises these will be considered abandoned after the end of the tenancy and the Landlord
may remove, store or dispose of any such items as he sees fit. The Tenants will remain liable for the fair costs
of arranging such removal, donation, or disposal, The Tenants shall be responsible for the actual cost of
removal and agree to pay the Landlord at a minimum of $200.

1.31 promptly provide just before or immediately at the expiry of the Term a forwarding address to the
Landlord to be inserted in the FIRST SCHEDULE for ease of administration and communication between the
parties, including the processes involved in the return of the Deposit.

1.32  comply with all laws relating to the Premises and its use by the Tenants, any rules, regulations, or
operational provisions made by the Landlord, and any by-laws made by the Strata Corporation. The Tenants
acknowledge that excessive nolse is strictly prohibited. For this purpose, excessive noise shall include noise
that causes neighbors to complain either because it is loud or because It Is at inappropriate times of day or
night. Three noise complaints, delivered to the Tenants in writing, may at the Landlord's discretion, result in
the tenancy being terminated.

1.33  Should the Tenantis vacate or abandon the premises for any reason hefore the end of the Term,
including termination by the Landlord due to Tenants breaking any of the lease terms, in addition to the costs
