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DIRECTIONS FOR ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF SERVICE
OF WRIT OF SUMMONS

1 The accompanying form of Acknowledgment of Service should be completed by an
Attorney acting on behalf of the Defendant or by the Defendant if acting in person.

After completion it must be delivered or sent by post to the Law Courts, PO Box 495G,
George Town, Grand Cayman, KY1-1106, Cayman Islands.

2 A Defendant who states in the Defendant’s Acknowledgment of Service that the
Defendant intends to contest the proceedings must also serve a defence on the Attorney
for the Plaintiff (or on the Plaintiff if acting in person).

If a Statement of Claim is indorsed on the Writ (i.e. the words "Statement of Claim" appear
on the top of page 2), the Defence must be served within 14 days after the time for
acknowledging service of the Writ, unless in the meantime a summons for judgment is
served on the Defendant.

If the Statement of Claim is not indorsed on the Writ, the Defence need not be served
until 14 days after a Statement of Claim has been served on the Defendant.

If the Defendant fails to serve the Defendant’s Defence within the appropriate time, the
Plaintiff may enter judgment against the Defendant without further notice.
