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STATEMENT OF CLAIM

The Plaintiffs reside at 167 Jennifer Drive, George Town, Grand Cayman.

The First Defendant and Second Defendant (together the “Defendants”) are and were at
all material times ordinary resident companies registered in the Cayman Islands.

The First Defendant was at all material times the registered owner under the Registered
Land Act (2018 Revision) of Block 38C Parcel 72 located in Grand Cayman.

3.1 The Plaintiffs contracted with both Defendants in accordance with the terms of a
sale and purchase agreement dated 2 January 2020 (the “Sale and Purchase
Agreement”) and a Development Agreement (“the Development Agreement”) for
the Plaintiffs to purchase Lot No. 33 from the First Defendant and for the Second
Defendant to construct a dwelling, Unit 501, thereon.

3.2  The purchase price of Lot No. 33 was $232,500; a deposit of $11,625 was
payable by the Plaintiffs to the Second Defendant upon execution of the
agresment and the balance of $11,625 was payable on or before the completion
date and the Land Transfer to the Plaintiffs.

3.3  In the event that the Second Defendant had not completed construction of Unit
501 in accordance with the Development Agreement by 30 June 2022, either
party could by notice in writing rescind the agreement and the Plaintiffs would be
entitled to a refund of all monies paid under the agreement and the contract
terminated.

The terms of the Development Agreement were:

4.1 The Second Defendant agreed to develop Unit 501 on Lot No. 33 at the contract
price of $232,500. The initial deposit of $11,625 was to be paid on execution of
the agreement and a further deposit of $11,625 was due on 15 January 2020.
The balance was due on the completion date.

4.2 In the event that the Second Defendant had not completed construction of Unit
501 by the agreed date, either party could by notice in writing rescind the

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paid under the agreement and the deposits under the Development Agreement,
totaling $23,250.

5. The Plaintiffs, paid the deposit monies to REMAX for the Second Defendant, under the
Purchase Agreement and the additional deposits under the Development Agreement,
totaling $23,250.

6. The Second Defendant failed to perform its contractual obligations under the
Development Agreement and to complete the construction of the Plaintiffs’ designated
unit.

7. On 14 July 2023 the Plaintiffs and the Defendants executed a settlement agreement
(“The First Settlement Agreement”) in respect of the Purchase and Development
Agreemenis whereby the Defendants agreed to pay the Plaintiffs $5,000 by midnight on
28 July 2023 and $18,250 by midnight on 20 September 2023, totaling $23,250.

8. The Defendants paid $5,000 in accordance with the First Settlement Agreement and
they failed to pay the second instalment of $18,250 in accordance with the First
Settlement Agreement and ignored various requests to do so.

9. On 8 June 2024 the Plaintiffs and the Defendants executed a settlement agreement
(“The Second Settlement Agreement”’) in respect of the Purchase and Development
Agreements whereby the Defendants agreed to pay the Plaintiffs $1,825 on 12 July
2024, $3,650 on 30 August 2024, and $12,775 on 31 October 2024, totaling $18,250.

10. The Defendants failed to pay the first installment of $1,825 on 12 July 2024 in

accordance with the Second Settlement Agreement.

11. On 31 July 2024 the Defendants notified the Plaintiffs that instead of the three
installment payments described in the Second Settlement Agreement, a single lump sum
payment some time between 16 August 2024 and 30 August 2024 would be made to
repay the outstanding money owed. A further sum of $500 would be made as an
acknowledgement that there had been nc material breach of the Second Settlement

The Defendants failed to makeFahg paymsdntldue the 30 August 2024 in breach 2 IHe&5-30
Second Settlement Agreement.

The additional amount due under The Second Settlement Agreement and the First
Settlement Agreement were not paid.

The Plaintiffs have suffered anxiety and distress because of the Defendants failure to
refund their deposit and compensate their losses arising from the Defendant’s breach of

contract which is ongoing.

14.1  The Defendants are controlled by Jan Gupta who has caused the Defendants to
enter into the First Setilement Agreement and the Second Settlement Agreement
in the knowledge that the Defendants are not willing or able to make payments to
the Plaintiffs as agreed, and/or with the intent of deceiving the Plaintiffs into
believing that they will be repaid on time. Alternatively, Jan Gupta on behalf of
the Defendanis has made the said agreements and communications recklessly
without any regard for whether the Defendants can and will be able to meet their
obligations on the dates that the payments are due, for the purpose of
persuading the Plaintiffs to delay taking legal action to recover the debt due; and

14.2  In making the First Settlemeht Agreement and the Second Settlement Agreement
without any ability and/or intention to abide by their terms and instead to string
along the Plaintiffs in the hope that they have insufficient funds to pursue their
claims, the Defendants have intentionally inflicted distress upon the Plaintiffs;
and

14.3 As a result of the Defendants' repeated breaches of multiple settlement
agreement and infliction of distress upon them, the Plaintiffs have suffered
stress, anxiety, financial pressure, loss of enjoyment of life, and missed
opportunities to utilise the funds due to them, with such distress being
compounded by every unanswered request or demand for payment, missed
deadline, and continual revision of payment.

15.  The amount of $18,250 as refund of their deposit and all payments mads by them to the
Defendants;

16. Interest accrued on the deposit withheld by the Defendants from the date of payment;

17. Payment of $500 in accordance with various Settlement Agreements;
18. Damages for breach of contract, financial loss and loss of opportunity to be quantified;

19. Damages for emotional distress and anxiety;

20. Costs; and such further and/or other relief as this Honourable Court deems appropriate.

If, within the time limited for returning the Acknowledgement of Service the Defendants pay the
amount claimed along with agreed compensation and legal costs to the Plaintiffs or its
attorney’s further proceedings will be stayed.
